Click
on Don’t have an account. 

This will take you to a User Registration page. Fill in the blanks, click the box
saying you are not a robot, then press the green button which says Register.

Naturally, there will be a verification email sent to you. Please verify your
email. In the email it explains that after verification, your account will need
to be activated. Once the account is activated you will be sent a
confirmation email.

After you have received the confirmation email, go back to outlands.org and
the Login/Logout button to log in. Next, on the right hand side of the screen
under Outlands Quick Links the first option is “Award Recommendations”
link, click it. On the left side of the screen will appear Award Quick Links.
The first link under that heading is “submit an award recommendation,”
click on it. Now it is just a matter of filling in all the boxes.

One last note with all this. The Outlands College of Heralds, Office of the
Wimble Herald, is a very good resource for looking up awards and people.

So, now that we have paid heed to those voices in our heads and I have led
you down the rabbit hole as it were; go forth and submit award
recommendations.
